Bennett, Knueppel, Ritter, Skowronski & Ziegenhagen. Also present were Planning
Manager Buratto & Planner Johnson.

A By consensus, Plan Commissioners agreed to defer consideration of the minutes of the
regular meeting of the Plan Commission of December 18, 2003, until after the public
comment period regarding item lll. G. Because of time considerations at the end of that
period, consideration was deferred until the regular meeting of the Plan Commission on
February 5, 2004.

B By consensus, Plan Commissioners agreed to defer consideration of the minutes of the
regular meeting of the Plan Commission of January 8, 2004, until after the public com-
ment period regarding item Ill. G. Because of time considerations at the end of that
period, consideration was deferred until the regular meeting of the Plan Commission on
February 5, 2004.

A Commissioner Skowronski moved and Commissioner Bennett seconded a motion to
recommend to the Common Council a resolution to approve a Land Combination for
properties east of South 76" Street and South of Brunn Drive, as presented and contin-
gent on approval of the recommended resolution as to form by the City Attorney.

C Commissioner Knueppel moved and Alderman Dorsan seconded a motion to table the
request for a Certified Survey Map for property west of South 76" Street and north of
West South County Line Road, until it is known if a resource feature lies within the area
zoned C-1. Upon voice vote, all voted 'aye'. Motion carried.

D Commissioner Skowronski moved and Commissioner Ziegenhagen seconded a motion
to recommend to the Common Council a resolution to approve a Preliminary Plat for
property located east of South 51* Street and south of Berkshire Drive, subject to
meeting all conditions as outlined by the Plan Commission in the resolution and contin-
gent on approval of the recommended resolution as to form by the City Attorney. Upon
voice vote, all voted 'aye'. Motion carried.

E Commissioner Skowronski moved and Alderman Dorsan seconded a motion to recom-
mend to the Common Council a resolution to approve a Condominium Plat for propert¥
located on the north side of West Puetz Road between South 68" and South 76"
Streets, subject to meeting all conditions as outlined by the Plan Commission in the
resolution with the exception that curb and gutter not be required on the driveway
entrances to each building and contingent on approval of the recommended resolution
as to form by the City Attorney. Upon voice vote, all voted 'aye'. Motion carried.

F By consensus, Plan Commissioners agreed to defer consideration of the request of the
Planning Manager until after the public comment period regarding item Ill. G. Because
of time considerations at the end of that period, consideration was deferred until the
regular meeting of the Plan Commission on February 5, 2004.
