Alderman Bergmann moved to approve request of the Fire Chief to 
purchase a 2,000 gallon water tanker for the Fire Department, with a 
payment structure determined by the Common Council.  Seconded by 
Ald. Kosovich.  Upon roll call, Aldermen Bergmann and Kosovich 
voted Aye; Aldermen Sohns, Gardner, Solomon and Olson voted No.  
Motion failed. 
 
Alderman Solomon then moved to direct the Finance Committee, at 
their 3/22/05 meeting, to review options for funding of a 2,000 gallon 
water tanker for the Fire Department.  Seconded by Alderman Olson.  
All voted Aye, motion carried.  Alderman Sohns moved that the Public 
Safety Committee be included in this discussion for possible sharing of 
services or costs.  Seconded by Alderman Solomon.  All voted Aye, 
motion carried.
