Solid Waste Collection 

PROGRAM MANAGER: City Engineer 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: 

The Solid Waste Department is operated through a Special Revenue Fund. Revenue comes from 
direct charges to those customers that use the service. It provides weekly refuse, bi-weekly 
recycling, and 3 times a year leaf and brush collection to all single-family, two-family, and 
condominium ownership multi-family units. The collection service is outsourced to a private 
contractor. A contract has been negotiated for a five (5) year contract for 2013, 2014, 2015, 2016 
and 2017 with Johns Disposal Service. Recently, Common Council directed staff to negotiate for a 
5-year extension. The calculation for this budget is based on the contract with Johns Disposal 
Service. In addition, the City provides a recycling center adjacent to the Public Works Garage that 
is manned by Highway Division personnel and is open during normal work hours and 7 hours on 
Saturday. The overtime and contracted pickup fees for the drop off site is included in this budget 
and the tippage fees are included in the Johns Disposal contract. The efficiency of the recycling 
program, which was instituted in 1995, continues to be maintained at over the 33 percent level 
(see table below). Note: This year's budget includes all overtime by the Public Works Department 
- not just the Saturday overtime. · 

SERVICES: 
• Weekly curbside pickup of rubbish. 
• Bi-weekly curbside pickup of commingled recyclables in carts. 
• Three times yearly curbside pickup of brush. 
• Drop-off site for mixed recyclables maintained at Public Works Garage. 

STAFFING: 
In addition to the contracted service, overtime hours equivalent to 0.26 Highway Division personnel 
(one person for twelve months) are budgeted for weekend operation of the drop off site. This past 
year, new DPW staff has been hired with the understanding that Saturday work hours were 
mandatory at straight time based on an altered work schedule- working only 4 days earlier in the 
week. The goal is to eventually have this scheduled shared with many LEOs on a rotation or 
voluntary basis. This is saving the City money although it adversely affects the DPW capacity 
during the week.
