PROGRAM DESCRIPTION: 
The City of Franklin Water Utility is a separate corporation run by the Franklin Board of Water 
Commissioners. The Water Utility is accounted for as an Enterprise Fund. Revenue comes 
from direct charges to those customers that use the system. Water bills are based on water 
usage. The Water Utility purchases its water from the City of Oak Creek. Water activities 
handled by City personnel include maintenance and monitoring of the water system located 
within the City. Costs of Water Department employees are allocated to water operations based 
on activities performed. 

SERVICES: 
* Operate and maintain city booster pumping stations and water towers 
* Inventory, install, read and maintain meters including upgrades and change outs. 
* Inventory and maintain valves, hydrants, telemetry, reservoirs, and elevated towers. · 
* Respond to and resolve water customer complaints and concerns. 
* Repair lateral and main breaks 
* Locate all utility infrastructure as requested and required by Diggers Hotline 
* Perform present time and follow up inspection on all new utility construction. 
* Operate and maintain well and pump houses. 
* Bills and collect amounts due for water services. 

STAFFING: Water Utility and Sanitary Sewer Division share employees. The percentage varies 
yearly based on activities performed. For 2018 it is anticipated to be 50%.
