APPROVAL OF MINUTES

May 7, 2009 and June 18, 2009

Mr. Brionne Bischke moved to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2009 and June 18, 2009 meetings. Mr. Nick
loder seconded. Upon a voice vote, the motion to approve the minutes carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

FINANCIAL REPORT

Chairman Wolff provided copies of the financial activity since the last meeting. As of the posted date of
7/31/2009, the committee had a balance of $10,053.38. In reviewing the report, Mr. Carlson noted that the
March 31, 2009 quarterly interest was subtracted and not added to the account. Chairman Wolff will check on
this with the accountant. Expenses incurred were for costs involved with the well testing, committee
attendance and secretarial services. Mr. Bischke moved to accept the cash balance as presented and
direct the chairman to investigate the interest dated March 31, 2009 and report back to the committee
at the next meeting. Mr. Carlson seconded. Upon a voice vote, the motion carried.

BUSINESS

2009 Well Sampling

Mr. Jo Spear, Jr. reported that there was an initial problem in contacting Mr. Heritz. Mr. Spear, Jr. expressed
that the Franklin assessor’s office was extremely helpful on this project. She was able to find another phone
number and Mr. Heritz was contacted. Mr. Otzelberger stated that the sampling of wells has been completed.
They expect to have results by early next week. They will do a quality control in house and then forward the
information to Waste Management either late next week or the following week. Mr. Spear, Jr. offered, though
it is not part of their contract, if the lab gets the information to them early, he may have the opportunity to
provide a draft and email to the members.

Odor Issues

Chairman Wolff noted there were a couple of odor issues. Mr. Otzelberger shared that one was from the
gentleman that has reported odor issues in the past. Then there was one from another party who lives on Oak
Court. He said this was during the time the landfill was doing improvements to the gas system. He felt that
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their contractors have been doing a good job of buttoning things up at night being sensitive to the possible
creation of potential odors. Having not heard other complaints, he thought things were going pretty well. Mr.
Jo Spear, Jr. reported that the landfill has greatly improved their coverage. All the time he has been
concerned about Waste Management do their own waste odoring and who it is coming from, he is becoming
relaxed about it now that Bob is on staff and making determination on the odors. Mr.Kieffer added that the
number of complaints have really lessen and they are doing a pretty good job. Chairman Wolff also stated that
the odor complaints have dropped off considerably. Also, the fact that Waste Management notifies the
residents of upcoming activity such as opening up the hill, has kept the complaints down. Mr.Kieffer
commented that having their staff member check out the odor complaints helped.

WM Reports

Mr. Hackney shared that they have been dressing up the outward slopes. Just recently added 13 more gas
wells to the system and it is now complete. Next, they will be top soiling the outward slopes, south and east,
and get some vegetation growing.

Mr. Otzelberger highlighted some of the correspondence that has been exchanged since the last meeting. The
environmental submittal would include information on the groundwater monitoring on site and environmental
monitoring done at the site. The license renewal application would not only include the landfill, but the internal
operations such as solidifications and bioremediation and composting, etc. A stack testing was done on the
engines according to WDNR code regulations and they did meet the testing requirements. On the clear water
pond expansion, they are expecting to receive a response from the WDNR early next week from a
completeness or incompleteness standpoint. They are hoping that it would be a positive feedback. Once they
deem it complete, then the WDNR will do a final analysis for determining final feasibility for the expansion.
Waste Management is hoping that in the fourth quarter, they will have a favorable determination on the
proposed expansion. Every year they have to provide the State with an updated cost on closure and post-
closure requirements and a financial mechanism for this was provided in July. He noted that the remaining
capacity as of June was 1.5 years so there is a lot of work to be done between now and the later part of next
year to make sure the facility stays open.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
Mr. Kieffer advised that the newly elected chairman for the Veolia committee is very interested in keeping
communication open. In that regard, Chairman Slocomb’s telephone number was given to Chairman Wolff.

Next Meeting Date
The next regular meeting is scheduled for Thursday, November 5, 6:00 p.m. at the landfill site.

ADJOURNMENT:
At 6:16 p.m., Mr. Kieffer moved to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Counter. Upon a voice vote, the motion carried
unanimously.
