Mr. Jost moved to allow the Building Inspector to approve and issue permits for the
replacement of sign faces for existing box type signs when the colors and the design of the
replacement sign face is consistent with those used for the existing signs. This process is
not intended to allow approval for changes to the size of the sign, the introduction of
different colors, or changes to the design used for the existing sign faces. This approval
process is limited to box type signs only. Seconded by Mr. Kazmierski. On roll call all
voted Aye; motion carried.
