In April, 5 of
the 11 STDs were Franklin residents. The remainder were
inmates at the House of Correction In May, 4 of the 7 STD
referrals were Franklin residents. In April, there were 3 social
service referrals and in May, there were 9 social service
referrals to the FHD.

A middle
school-aged child was diagnosed with an active case of
Tuberculoses in Whitefish Bay. Four hundred forty-one TB skin
tests were administered to school children that may have been
exposed.

There have been
at least 90 cases of measles diagnosed this year in the U.S.
Most cases are imported from foreign countries where measles
rates are higher than the U.S.

A copy of the CDC Health Advisory was distributed for review.
The investigation in Germany has been somewhat disorganized
and at this point, is unable to verify what the source of the
disease is. A German traveler came to WI, became sick and
was hospitalized here. He has recovered.
