The regular meeting of the Common Council was held on May 16,
2006 and called to order at 6:37 p.m. by Mayor Taylor in the
Franklin City Hall Council Chambers, 9229 W. Loomis Road,
Franklin, Wisconsin. ~ On roll call, the following were in
attendance: Aldermen Olson, Solomon, Hammelman, Kosovich,
Sohns and Skowronski.

Mayor Taylor updated the Council on the Emergency Medical
Services Host Community contract.

Mayor Taylor acknowledged a letter from Fire Chief Martins
recognizing firefighters’ duties at 5/07/06 fire.

Alderman Skowronski moved to approve minutes of the regular
meeting of May 2, 2006 as presented. Seconded by Alderman
Kosovich. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Olson requested to remove the refuse and recycling bids
from the consent agenda (Item F-1a.)

Alderman Sohns then moved to approve the following consent
agenda items:

Waive refund park permit fees for rental of Legend park and St.
Martins Fair permit fee for Franklin Lions Club for 2006;

Waive the $200 temporary advertising sign permit fees for
Xaverian Missionaries.

Approval of consent items seconded by Alderman Hammelman.
All voted Aye; motion carried.
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It was then moved by Alderman Olson to direct staff to proceed
with bids for the refuse and recycling for the years 2007, 2008 and
2009 based on the previous contract with corrections. Seconded by
Alderman Sohns. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Kosovich moved to adopt Resolution No. 2006-6082, A
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AND
PARTICIPATION IN THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE WHEATON
FRANCISCAN HEALTHCARE CENTER AND RELATED
PERMISSIONS AND APPROVALS, BY WHEATON
FRANCISCAN  HEALTHCARE-FRANKLIN, INC.,, BY
COVENANT HEALTHCARE SYSTEM, INC., INSTEAD OF
WHEATON FRANCISCAN SERVICES, INC. Seconded by
Alderman Sohns. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Sohns moved to approve the request from Life Scout
(Franklin Boy Scout Troop 531) Derek McElroy to build a
memorial for American Soldiers on City-owned land and request
Park Commission to recommend a location to the Plan Commission
and further moved to approve request for waiver of $125.00 for a
site plan application. Seconded by Alderman Solomon. All voted
Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Solomon moved to adopt Resolution No. 2006-6083, A
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING OFFICIALS TO APPLY FOR A
STEWARDSHIP GRANT TO THE EXTENSION OF THE ST.
MARTINS BIKE AND HIKING TRAIL. Seconded by Alderman
Sohns. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Solomon moved to approve early replacement in 2006 of
Fire Engine #203 due to the frame problem, as recommended by
the Finance Committee, from the Equipment Replacement Fund in
the amount not to exceed $318,000 with payment at completion and
delivery of the fire engine. Seconded by Alderman Hammelman.
All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Skowronski moved to adopt Resolution No. 2006-6084,
A RESOLUTION GRANTING AN EXTENSION OF TIME TO
ESTABLISH A SPECIAL USE AS A VETERINARY CLINIC
WITH AN INDOOR BOARDING KENNEL GRANTED UNDER
RESOLUTION NO. 2005-5889 TO AUGUST 1, 2006 (11222 W.
Forest Home Avenue). Seconded by Alderman Sohns. All voted
Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Sohns moved to table a final resolution directing
installation of, payment and levy of special assessment for
installing sanitary sewer and water main and laterals on S. 31st
Street from 2200 feet north of W. Drexel Avenue to 700 feet north
of W. Minnesota Avenue and a resolution awarding bid to the
lowest bidder for S. 31st Street extension including sanitary sewer
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and water main between W. Rawson Avenue and a point 2200 feet
north of W. Drexel Avenue. Seconded by Alderman Hammelman.
All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Hammelman moved to adopt Resolution No. 2006-6085,
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CERTAIN OFFICIALS TO
ACCEPT A TEMPORARY ACCESS AND FILL EASEMENT
AGREEMENT TO WATER EXCESS STRUCTURAL SOIL FOR
THE EXTENSION OF S. 31ST STREET FROM W. RAWSON
AVENUE TO A POINT APPROXIMATELY 1/2 MILE SOUTH
OF W. RAWSON AVENUE. Seconded by Alderman Solomon.
All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Hammelman moved to adopt Resolution No. 2006-6086,
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PAYMENT TO WE
ENERGIES FOR COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH TWO FACILITY
RELOCATIONS ALONG FUTURE S. 31ST STREET AT W.
RAWSON AVENUE AND W. MINNESOTA AVENUE.
Seconded by Alderman Sohns. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Skowronski moved to reimburse Franklin Ventures, LLC
for oversizing water main constructed as part of Monticello
Gardens, reimbursement of $155,371.00 to be paid in five annual
payments of $31,074.20, and for sanitary sewer oversizing
reimbursement of $248,310.36 in a one time payout. Seconded by
Alderman Solomon. All voted Aye; motion carried.

Alderman Skowronski moved to enter closed session at 7:30 p.m.
pursuant to 819.85(1)(e), Wis. Stats., for market competition and
bargaining reasons, to deliberate and negotiate terms relating to the
potential development of property(ies) within the South 27th Street
Corridor Plan Project Area, and the investing of public funds and
governmental actions in relation thereto and to effect such
development, including the terms and provisions of a development
agreement for the development of property(ies) within a tax
incremental district, and to reenter open session at the same place
thereafter to act on such matters discussed therein as it deems
appropriate. Seconded by Alderman Hammelman. On roll call, all
voted Aye. Motion carried.
