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The special meeting of the Common Council was held on
October 21, 2009 and called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor
Taylor in the Franklin City Hall Council Chambers, 9229 W.
Loomis Road, Franklin, Wisconsin. On roll call, the following
were in attendance: Aldermen Olson, Solomon, Wilhelm, and
Skowronski. Excused were Taylor and Sohns. Also present were
City Engineer Bennett, Director of Administration Luberda, City
Attorney Wesolowski and City Clerk Wesolowski.

Citizen comment period was opened at 6:31 p.m. and closed at
6:31 p.m.

Alderman Skowronski moved to adopt Ordinance No. 2009-1986,
AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE 2025 COMPREHENSIVE
MASTER PLAN OF THE CITY OF FRANKLIN, WISCONSIN,
as recommended by the Plan Commission, with the inclusion of a
statement that the citizens in the Aldermanic District oppose the
widening of S. 51st Street. Seconded by Alderman Solomon.
Alderman Olson requested that a notation be included in the
minutes stating that he asked for a delay of this motion until the
next Common Council meeting where Aldermen Taylor and
Sohns may be present.

Upon voice vote on the adoption of the Ordinance, all voted Aye.
(4 Ayes, 0 Noes). Motion carried.

Alderman Wilhelm moved that, pursuant to p. 10-2 of the Plan,
City Development staff be directed to review all proposed
technical changes which may be submitted by any Common
Council member prior to November 15, 2009, and to report back
with departmental recommendations on or before March 1, 2010.
Seconded by Alderman Skowronski. All voted Aye; motion
carried.

Alderman Olson moved to adjourn the meeting at 7:33 p.m.
Seconded by Alderman Wilhelm. All voted Aye; motion carried.
