Alderman Skowronski moved and Commissioner Ritter
seconded a motion to recommend approval of a
resolution conditionally approving a 3 lot certified
survey map, being a part of the Northeast 1/4 of the
Southeast 1/4 of Section 1, Township 5 North, Range 21
East, in the City of Franklin, Milwaukee County,
Wisconsin, with cross access easement shown on the
map to access the property to the south. All voted ‘aye,
motion carried.
