On
voice vote, all voted 'aye'. Motion carried.

Planning Manager Dietl presented the request by the City
of Franklin for Special Exception to Natural Resource
Feature Provisions on property located immediately south
of and east of Pleasant View Elementary School and east
of Pleasant View Neighborhood Park as part of the
construction of the Pleasant View/Victory Creek Trail.
The applicant requests to allow 754 square feet of wetland
filling and paving, 4,503 square feet of filling and paving
of the wetland buffer and 4,050 square feet of wetland
setback filling and paving.

Senior Planner Fuchs read the Official Notice of Public
Hearing for the request of Special Exception to Natural
Resource Feature provisions into the record. The Public
