further discussion on the upkeep and maintenance of the
natural areas after the maps are secured and reviewed by
the Commission.

On general consensus it was agreed Chairman Cannon
would contact the City Engineer for a map of the wetland
areas in the City of Franklin, Commissioner Kust would
contact the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources,
and the Commission would continue the discussion
regarding the potential locations for off-site wetland
mitigation in the City of Franklin and wetland mitigation
for development projects in the City of Franklin at the
next regularly scheduled meeting for a recommendation
to the Common Council.
