and Puetz location up to and including the build out of the
City Park currently designated in the CORP as Southwest
Park. Seconded by Commissioner Megna. On voice vote,
all voted 'aye'. Motion carried.
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Item V.A. continued Motion by Alderman Wilhelm to have staff research and
identify funds that need to be encumbered from the 2013
Budget to complete approved projects. Seconded by
Commissioner Megna. On voice vote, all voted 'aye'.
Motion carried.
