Commissioner Bate moved, seconded by Commissioner Graef
to approve the minutes of the January 17, 2012 meeting.
Motion carried.

Motion made by Commissioner Graef seconded by
Commissioner Bate to approve the Vouchers for February,
2012 in the amount of $1,491,286.28. Motion carried.

Staff reported receiving a call after hours that the water level
in the tower was down to 18 feet; (14ft is critical) after
checking found out that one of the operators at Oak Creek had
apparently shut off a principle pump. Staff will write up a
report and send a letter to Oak Creek.

Generator has now been set into the building. A timeline for
completion of the project was distributed. Consultant feels
confident that the Booster Pump Station will be operational
before the original completion date.

Staff held a meeting with the Cellular Companies having
antennas on the Drexel Ave. tower with Dixon Engineering
present at this meeting. Proposed schedule was given to the
representatives and there was no objection to the time frame.
Board discussed possibility of imposing a temporary
sprinkling ban and possible ramifications from doing such.

Commissioner Bate moved to authorize selection of a
Professional Services Consultant to provide supervisory
Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA). Having no second,
Commissioner Bate amended the motion Authorizing the
selection of a Professional Services Consultant to provide
supervisory control and Data Acquisition with the contingency
that Commissioner Graef’s former firm not be involved.
Seconded by Commissioner Graef. Motion Carried.
