A copy of the WI Dept of Health Services (DHS) and Franklin 
communicable disease reports were distributed for review at the 
BOH meeting.   In January, there were 30 communicable 
disease referrals, 16 of which were for influenza.  In addition, 
there were 3 dog bites and 2 social service referrals.   
 
There were 256 referrals in 2014.  An additional 8 
inquiries/complaints regarding possible foodborne illnesses 
were investigated.  Most communicable diseases in Franklin are 
sexually transmittable diseases. 
 
A copy of the update was distributed for review.  The FHD 
outreached through a fax blast to local physicians and the 
Franklin School District alerting them that measles is circulating 
in Wisconsin.  The FHD is investigating a suspect measles case 
of a 4 year old Franklin resident.  The FHD preemptively 
checked with the FPS District as to students without measles

A copy of the City newsletter promotion and CCC Brief were 
distributed for review.  The FHD is doing an environmental 
assessment project on radon in homes.  The goal is to map 
radon levels in Franklin, increase radon awareness, and 
promote household radon testing.   
 
 
A copy of the 2015 Vision and Mission Statement was 
distributed for review and signature.  BOH members reviewed 
the statement and signed the statement in agreement of its 
mission.  All BOH members present signed.   
 
A copy of the update was distributed for review.  The Governor 
has proposed that the WI Dept of Health Services, Food Safety, 
and Regulation Licensing division merge into the WI Dept of 
Trade and Consumer Protection to improve licensing efficiency.  
There are 53 Dept. of Health Agents and 43 Dept. of Agriculture 
Agents, doing 60% of all licensing in the State of WI. 
 
 
A copy of the report was distributed for review.  The FHD goal is 
to have 90% of toddlers fully immunized in daycare settings.   
 
A copy of the update was distributed for review.  The Challenge 
ended on 1/31/15.  The FHD participated in 7 events as part of 
the Mayors’ Physical Fitness Challenge.   
 
A copy of the report was distributed for review.  Employees 
collected 550 lbs. of food, 40% more than last year’s amount, 
along with a $400 donation from the Franklin Fire Dept. which 
was given to several local food pantries. 
 
A copy of the WI DHS report was distributed for review.  A 
message went out to 365 Health officers and emergency 
response team.  A response was acknowledged by 74% of 
those messaged, more than half contacted in less than 30 
minutes. 
 
A copy of the 2014 adult education speaker series was 
distributed for review.  The FHD provided 14 events with 406 
participants.   
 
 
A copy of the report was distributed for review.  In 2015, the 
FHD has provided 2 events to-date and has scheduled 8 
additional presentations.
