The Vision and Mission Statement for 2016 was read by Health
Officer William Wucherer. The Board of Health members signed
the statement.

A copy of the WI Dept. of Health Services (DHS) and Franklin
communicable disease reports were distributed for review at the
BOH meeting. Year to date there have been 28 reported
communicable diseases referred to Franklin. For the month of
January there were 6 non-communicable cases received, 3 dog
bites and 3 social referrals.

A copy of the Public Health Respiratory Virus Surveillance Report
was distributed for review. Influenza illness appears to be on the
rise across the Country; however Wisconsin is below the baseline
at this time. The vaccine will provide coverage for the influenza
strain. The Franklin Health Department has about 150 doses
available for distribution upon demand during normal Health
Department hours.

A copy of Zika Virus articles were distributed and reviewed by the
Board. There was discussion regarding the transmission,
symptoms, treatment and projections of spreading of the disease.
As information become available it will be published on the City’s
website.

A copy of the Wisconsin Local Health Department Opiod Survey
Results for 2015 were distributed and reviewed by the Board.
There was discussion on the results of the survey regarding
solutions, education, mapping, grants and prevention of abuse.

There was discussion about Assembly Bill 417 “Cookie Bill”
regarding the “face-to-face” sale of home baked goods. Health
Officer Bill Wucherer will keep the Board updated of the movement
of the Bill.
