Superintendent of Public Works Jerry Schaefer and Planner

The citizen comment period was opened at 7:01 p.m. and
closed at 7:03 p.m. One citizen came forward with
comments and concerns regarding building and
maintenance of the Kayla's Krew playground.

Commissioner Nickerson moved and Commissioner Megna
seconded approval of the minutes of the regular meeting
held May 11, 2015 as presented. On voice vote, all voted
‘aye'. Motion carried.

Commissioner Nickerson moved and Commissioner
Remington seconded approval of the minutes of the Special
meeting held May 18, 2015 as presented. On voice vote, all
voted 'aye'. Motion carried.

Planner Il Sumwalt updated the Parks Commission on the
progress to date of the Kayla's Krew Playground project.
The Special Exception to Natural Resource Features
application was approved by Common Council, and Plan
Commission approved the Site Plan. No action needed,
none taken.

The recommended trail-related projects by the Complete
Streets and Connectivity Committee for consideration of
potential impact fee expenditures were discussed. On
general consensus the trail diversion along West Puetz Road
through Franklin Woods was taken under advisement.
Other items approved by general consensus were the trail
connecting Christine Rathke Memorial Park to the Oak Leaf
Trail, the proposed Franklin Hike & Bike Trail along West
Forest Home Avenue, and the trail through the Southbrook
Church site at 11010 West St. Martins Road.

Parks Commissioners reviewed the 2014 4th Quarter
financial report regarding park spending and impact fees.
Discussion only regarding combining Lapsing Schedule
with Community Center. No action needed, none taken.

Commissioner Megna moved to remove the Catalpa tree on
the west side of the parking lot at Franklin Woods Nature
Center Special Park located at 3723 West Puetz Road due to
its poor condition and low prospect of improvement.
