The following pages comprise the Franklin Police Department’s 2019 Annual Report.  This report 

reflects the activities, services, and accomplishments performed by the members of the police 
department for the goal of keeping the City of Franklin a safe and secure place to live, work, and 

play. 

 

2019 was challenging year for the Franklin Police Department.  The year started with a double 

homicide investigation in January.  This was the first 1st Degree Intentional Homicide case the 

city has had in 26 years.  The detective bureau conducted an exhaustive, comprehensive 
investigation gathering a vast amount of circumstantial evidence which led to the conviction of 

a Franklin businessman and resident. 

 

In July the department investigated an Attempt Homicide that occurred in the Walmart parking 

lot.  Following a road range incident, the drivers entered the Walmart parking lot and began 
arguing, resulting in one of the drivers pulling out a firearm and shooting the other driver.  The 

victim suffered critical injuries but survived.   

 

The department added a K-9 in 2019 which was totally funded by donations from the Franklin 

Police Citizens’ Academy Alumni Association.  K-9 Murphy was partnered with Officer Mackenzie 

Koster. 
 

The contents of the 2019 Annual Report highlight the many accomplishments the members of 

the police department achieved throughout the year.  Members have fully lived up to the 

department mission: 

 
Providing high quality service with integrity and honor

Police Department Late Shift officers are active 

in special assignment responsibilities. These 

responsibilities include Traffic Enforcement 

Details, S.W.A.T., Bicycle Patrol, and Street 
Crimes investigations. Several officers on the 

shift also participated in community events like 

National Night Out, Shop-With-A-Cop, the 

Franklin Fire and Police Spaghetti Dinner, the 

Women’s Self-Defense and Danger Awareness 
program, Coffee-With-A-Cop and Cone-With-A-

Cop.  

 

2019 notable calls for Late Shift Included: 

 

• Five (5) Burglaries were investigated, resulting in two (2) arrests.

o September 6, 1:16pm, officers responded to Sam’s Club, 6705 S 27 Street, for the 

report of a subject who had pushed a cart full of merchandise out of the store 
without paying for it.  A store employee confronted the subject and grabbed a hold 

of the cart.  The subject pushed the employee in the chest with both hands, 

causing the employee to release the cart, allowing the subject to flee to a waiting 

vehicle.  Officers were unable to locate the subject. 

 

• Burglaries- 12 (8 private residences and 4 businesses)

o February 23, at 8:43 am, the general manager of a business in the 7900 block of 

W Crystal Ridge Drive, reported that unknown actors(s) forced entry to the 

business by smashing the window of a door.  Once inside the business they stole 

an ATM.  Surveillance video showed two suspects remove the ATM from the 
building and place it into a white or light-colored Ford Econoline van. No arrests 

have been made in the case. 

o July 2, 1:04pm, the owner of a business in the 7700 block of W Ryan Road 

reported that a tenant of the business stole over $2,000 in money and gift cards 

from an office in the building. A 45-year-old Franklin man was observed on 

surveillance video stealing from the office on three separate occasions.  The man 
was arrested and later charged with Burglary. 

o September 16, 8:11am, a business in the 8200 block of South 27th Street reported 

that unknown actors(s) had forced entry to the business by smashing the glass 

on the front entry door.  The office in the business had been ransacked and several 

work stations had been rummaged through but nothing appeared to have been 
taken.

o January 6, at 2:37pm, a patrol sergeant witnessed a domestic dispute occurring 

between a male and a female in the 2700 block of W Hilltop Lane.  The male 
involved in the argument fled the scene in a vehicle northbound on S 27 Street.  

Officers from the Franklin, Oak Creek and South Milwaukee Police Departments 

pursued the vehicle for 9.3 miles with speeds exceeding 90 mph.  The pursuit 

ended in South Milwaukee near 15th Street and Manitoba Avenue, when the man 

fled on foot for a short distance before being taken into custody.  The 32-year old 
Oak Creek man was subsequently charged and convicted of Attempting to Flee or 

Elude an Officer and First Degree Recklessly Endangering Safety. 

o May 5, at 10:56am, officers were dispatched to a single vehicle crash in the 8600 

block of W Rawson Avenue.  The first patrol sergeant on scene found the driver 

was not breathing and had no pulse.  The sergeant and Franklin Fire Department 

personnel performed CPR and transported the 61-year-old Franklin man to a 
hospital.  The driver made a full recovery.  Investigation revealed the man had 

suffered a medical emergency and lost consciousness while driving resulting in 

the vehicle leaving the roadway and striking a tree.  

o July 27, at 12:14pm, officers and the Franklin Fire Department were dispatched 

to Sam's Club, 6705 S 27 Street, for the report of a shooting in the parking lot.  
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When officers arrived, they found citizens tending to a 45-year old Milwaukee man 

who was lying in the parking lot with a single gunshot wound to the upper right 
arm.  Both citizens and officers provided medical attention to slow the heavy 

bleeding that was occurring.  The victim was transported to an area hospital.  A 

56-year-old Milwaukee man was taken into custody for the shooting.  The offender 

was subsequently charged and convicted in the shooting.  The victim survived and 

is still recovering from his injuries. The situation began as a road rage incident. 

o August 29, at 11:14am, officers and the Franklin Fire Department were 
dispatched to a residence in the 6600 block of W Charles Court for the report of 

a 23-year-old Franklin woman who was unresponsive and not breathing.  A patrol 

sergeant arrived on scene and assisted the Franklin Fire Department with 

lifesaving efforts, including administering Narcan as there was evidence of drug 

use on scene.  The woman was transported to an area hospital for further 
treatment.  She was subsequently charged with two different drug possession 

charges by the Milwaukee County District Attorney’s Office. 

o November 23, at 11:45am, officers were dispatched to the intersection of W 

Rawson Avenue and S 68 Street for the report of a crash involving two vehicles. 

The driver of one of the vehicles, a 76-year-old Wind Lake man, died as a result of 

injuries from the crash. Investigation revealed the Wind Lake man had failed to 
stop for the red traffic control light while eastbound on West Rawson Avenue.

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Investigative 

Services 
 
The Franklin Police Department Investigative 

Services Bureau at full staffing includes six 

Detectives directly supervised by a Sergeant. The 

Investigative Services Bureau Detectives 
investigate criminal offenses that occur in the 

City of Franklin.  Detectives are scheduled to 

work from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., and work five 

days a week.  Detectives follow a dedicated on-call 

schedule for weekend and holiday coverage 

throughout the year.  Detectives also provide bank robbery training for financial institutions in 
the city. 

 

In 2019, the Franklin Police Department Detectives investigated approximately 368 cases 

involving criminal activity.  These cases included Theft, Burglary, Fraud, Identity Theft, Armed 

Robbery, Sexual Assault, Physical and Sexual Abuse to Children, and Death Investigations.

The Investigative Services Bureau also conducted 8 pre-employment Background Investigations 

for prospective police department and city employees.  

 

In 2019, the following investigations and arrests were made by the Franklin Police Department 

Investigative Services Bureau: 

 
o The arrest and criminal trial conviction of a 43-year-old Franklin resident and business 

owner for 2 counts of First-Degree Reckless Homicide and 2 counts of Hiding a Corpse 

that occurred in Franklin.  This extensive investigation involved the Milwaukee Police 

Department, Alcohol Tobacco Firearms (ATF) and the Walworth County Sheriff’s 

Department where the victims where eventually located. 
o Assisted neighboring police jurisdictions with the recovery of numerous items of stolen 

construction equipment located in our city.  

o Worked with the Milwaukee Police Department on a Child Homicide investigation due to 

the victim and family residing in Franklin. 

o Investigated a multijurisdictional automobile theft ring.  Stolen vehicles taken from 

Franklin were recovered in Milwaukee and the investigation resulted in the arrest and 
charging of a 17-year-old Milwaukee man. 

 

o Investigated a shooting incident at Sam’s Club that resulted in the confession and 

criminal trial conviction for Reckless Causing Injury.  

o The arrest and confession of a subject for Extortion where Franklin businesses were 
threatened.  

o Multijurisdictional identity theft ring where a subject was identified, arrested and charged 

in Milwaukee County Circuit Court after stealing victims’ identity from Franklin 

businesses.   

Sergeant Fadness Captain Liermann 
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o Federal indictment for a financial advisor who defrauded numerous Franklin clients over 

several years.   
o Second Degree Sexual Assault of a Child investigation which led to the arrest and 

confession of a Franklin High School volunteer coach.   

o Second Degree Sexual Assault of a Child investigation where the victim was intoxicated 

and exploited through social media.   

o Exposing Genitals to a Minor investigation that led to the arrest, confession and charging 

of a Franklin resident.   
o Participated in numerous emergency call ups for the Milwaukee Area Investigative Team 

which investigates Officer Involved Shootings and Officer Involved Deaths throughout 

Milwaukee County. 

o Detectives work collaboratively with the Milwaukee Bureau of Child Protective Services 

on welfare checks for children and follow up with sensitive crime investigations as needed.  
o The Detective Bureau continually works with the Milwaukee County District Attorney’s 

Office Investigators on multijurisdictional crime.   

o Continuous monitoring of Registered Sex Offenders who live and work in the city. 

o Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) firearm E-traces to establish ownership on firearm 

related investigations. 

o Conducted numerous cell phone downloads for investigative purposes with the use of 
Cellebrite technology and software. 

o Conducted numerous search warrants and subpoenas for investigative purposes 

throughout the year. 
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Communications 
 

 

 

 
 
The City of Franklin Police Department is currently staffed with thirteen full time Dispatchers, 

one full time Lead Dispatcher, along with a full time Communication Supervisor who dispatch 

for Police, Fire and EMS.  The Communication Center provides 24/7 coverage while maintaining 
a minimum staffing level of two dispatchers working each shift.  In addition to their dispatch 

responsibilities and answering non-emergency calls, they also perform data entry work; 

transcription of reports; warrant entry; along with other clerical related tasks and customer 

service. Our Dispatchers are the lifeline to the Officers who responded to over 35,000 police calls 

for service; and to the Firefighters/Paramedics who responded to over 4,200 Fire and EMS calls 
for service in 2019. 

 

In April of 2019 the Franklin Police Department was awarded a grant for T-CPR (Telephonic 

Assisted Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation).  By receiving this grant, we were afforded the 

opportunity to train and certify all of our Dispatchers in CPR and basic first aid (certification 

through the American Heart Association).  Our dispatchers are now able to provide CPR and 
basic first aid instructions to callers in need before emergency response personnel arrive.   

 

The Franklin Police Department Dispatchers answered 63,438 phone calls in 2019, which 

included both non-emergency and emergency calls.  Of those phone calls, 7,980 were 9-1-1 calls. 

In years past we have seen a steady increase in wireless emergency phone calls.  In 2019, that 
trend plateaued with 83% (6642) of 9-1-1 calls being wireless calls; 16% (1321) were wire line 

calls; 1% (17) were undefined.  It is still of the utmost importance that we educate our citizens 

on proper phone etiquette when calling 9-1-1; especially with cellular calls.  Remaining calm; 

knowing your location; and listening to the Dispatcher’s questions will result in providing you 

with the most appropriate response to your emergency.

The dedicated women and men who serve this department as Dispatchers are to be recognized 

for the tremendous job that they do in handling multiple situations at any given time, they are 

the true First-First Responders; they are the first to hear that raw uncensored, unfiltered 

emotion.  They represent the Thin Gold Line; those who are rarely seen but mostly heard; the 

calm voice in times of need; the golden glue that holds it all together. 
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Crime / Traffic / Arrest Statistics 
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Departmental Commendations 

 

Officer Paul Turner 

On the early morning of November 7th, 2017, Officers responded to the report of a partially 

clothed female lying unconscious on the 3500 block of Oakwood Rd. Once on scene, Officers 
discovered the woman was deceased. With no physical evidence and no witnesses, the Franklin 

Police Department did not know where to start to unravel the mystery of what had occurred to 

this woman. 

 

After days of tireless work to identify the woman, Officer Paul Turner, a long-time veteran of the 
Department, was tasked with conducting follow up with a woman who knew the victim. Officer 

Turners years of experience and skill in interview and investigation were put to good use in this 

task and the trust the Department put in him was not misplaced. Officer Turners interview with 

this woman yielded information that would later prove pivotal in the solving of this case. 

 

Sgt. Jeremy Fadness, Det. Eric Balow, Det. Jesse Hintz,  
Det. Jason Ireland, Det. Shawn Harrison, and Det. Brian Zalewski 

The City of Franklin has been very fortunate in that homicide is a rare occurrence. The 

department had not had to investigate one in many years. That all changed early January of last 

year when the Detective Bureau began looking into two missing persons. 

 
What followed was an investigation that would continue for the next several months requiring 

thousands of hours of investigation from many different agencies across the state. The 

investigation led to the arrest of a Franklin man who was ultimately convicted for his part in the 

murder of the two men initially reported as missing. 

 

Outstanding investigative skills, veteran police instincts, and tireless dedication are what 
ultimately brought justice for the two victims.  

 

 

PO Mark Goers and PO Chris Itnyre 

Franklin dispatch rushed to send Officers to a residence in the city where a frantic caller 

struggled to disarm her teenage granddaughter. The young woman had armed herself with a 
large knife and was threatening herself and the other children in the residence. Officers Itnyre 

and Goers were the first on scene and the two worked in tandem to employ their combined years 

of experience in a manner that not only resolved the situation, but did so in a manner that 

resulted in no injuries to themselves, the young woman, or anyone else in the residence. 

 

This was no small task and it was only accomplished because of the skill these two Officers used 
in neutralizing the threatening behavior. A total of 30 seconds passed from the time the two 

arrived on scene to the time they announced over the air they had the girl detained. A higher 

level of force would have been justified to stop the threat, but Officer Itnyre and Officer Goers 

were able to accomplish their goal through their quick thinking and quick actions.

PO Mark Hernon and PO James D’Angelo 

On the evening of Sunday, May 5th, 2019, Franklin Officers responded to the report of a vehicle 
that had struck a house. The first two Officers on scene were Officers Hernon and D’Angelo who 

immediately noted the strong smell of natural gas. The two immediately notified incoming squads 

of the immense danger they were about to encounter. The gas poured out of the main at such a 

rate that it could be heard over the radio by the other Officers responding to the scene. Despite 

this perilous situation and the immediate danger to both their lives, Officer Hernon and Officer 

D’Angelo focused their efforts on rendering aid to the driver of the vehicle that had crashed into 
the home. 

 

With flammable gas pouring out of the ground all around them, the two struggled to get the 

woman free from the vehicle; smashing windows and struggling with seat belts. They selflessly 

struggled to try to render aid to the woman until the Fire Department arrived and they were able 
to pull the car out of the house using a fire truck. 

 

Officer Hernon and Officer D’Angelo went above and beyond the call of duty, putting their lives 

in very real and immediate danger. The two demonstrated their willingness to risk their lives for 

the safety and protection of others. 

 

 

Sgt. Jason Fincel and PO Adam Graf 

On Friday January 25th, 2019, Officer Graf responded to the parking lot of the Home Depot after 

dispatch received a frantic call from a subject in need of assistance. The caller had found a 
woman passed out behind the wheel of a car, not responding to his efforts to wake her. Officer 

Graf raced to the scene where he removed the woman from the car and began CPR. The woman 

had no pulse and was not breathing. Sgt Jason Fincel delivered rescue breaths to the woman 

while Officer Graf administered Narcan which would later prove to be the deciding factor in 

whether this woman lived or died. Were it not for Officer Graf and Sgt Fincel, the woman would 

have surely died there in that parking lot. 
 

Sgt. William Van Zile 

Sgt Van Zile was on patrol on the morning of May 2nd, 2019 when he was dispatched to a single 

vehicle car crash on W Rawson Avenue. On his arrival, Sgt Van Zile observed a vehicle which 

had crashed into a tree and had severe front-end damage. Sgt Van Zile was able to enter the 
vehicle through the passenger door where he discovered the driver of the vehicle was pulseless 

and not breathing. Sgt Van Zile immediately began CPR. Fire Chief Adam Remington arrived a 

short time later and the two were able to remove the driver from the vehicle and continue their 

life saving efforts. The driver was then transported to St Luke’s where he was able to be revived. 

 

Sgt. William Van Zile, PO Joseph Demotto and PO Rebecca Fletcher 
Many of you can probably recall the shooting that occurred at our Sam’s Club this past July. 

What most of you are unaware of is the severity of injuries incurred by the victim in this case. 

Officer Demotto, Officer Fletcher, and Sgt Van Zile were some of the first Officers to arrive on 

scene. Once it was determined the shooter was in custody, the 3 immediately located the victim 

and worked together to get him stabilized. The subject was bleeding heavily and about to go into 
shock. Officer Demotto talked with the subject, assuring him he would be ok. Sgt Van Zile and 

Officer Fletcher worked to apply a tourniquet which likely saved the man’s life. 

 

  

LIFESAVING AWARD 
Awarded to any employee who in the line of duty saves or endeavors to save the life of  

another by timely actions that do not pose a risk to the employee or others.

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PO Ann Aide and PO John Walton 

On the morning of September 3rd, 2019, Officers Walton and Aide responded to a residence in 
the city on report of a subject at the residence in need of medical care. The seasoned veterans 

they are, Officers Aide and Walton immediately recognized the signs of an overdose. An 

application of Narcan improved the patient’s vitals slightly. A second dose brought the subject 

further along. A little persistence and a few sternum rubs, and the subject made enough 

improvement to be transported by the Fire Department. 

 
PO Shayne Suminski 

While on patrol on a December evening in 2018, Officer Shayne Suminski was dispatched to a 

Franklin residence for the report of an unconscious female. Officer Suminski was well ahead of 

the fire department and the woman’s life was in his hands. With no information about the 

woman’s medical history, Officer Suminski had to try anything he could to help the woman. On 
instinct, he immediately administered Narcan in hopes of reviving the woman. Not getting the 

results he wanted, but sure he was on the right track, Officer Suminski delivered two more doses 

of the lifesaving drug. This eventually was able to bring the woman back from the brink of death.  

The woman survived based on the experience and instincts of Officer Suminski and this 

department is grateful he was there that day to intervene. 

 
PO Scott Mueller 

Officer Muller was dispatched to the Sunrise Motel on the evening of October 2nd, 2019, to the 

report of an unresponsive subject in need of urgent care. Once on scene, Officer Mueller 

immediately began CPR hoping to buy the victim the time he needed for further medical 

treatment. Officer Mueller made the decision to deliver a dose of Narcan, recognizing the situation 
was likely an overdose. Officer Mueller continued his efforts until the subject could be 

transported to a hospital. Officer Mueller’s intervention that day saved a life and we are very 

grateful for his actions. 

 

Sgt William Van Zile 

Sgt Van Zile, who you should all be very familiar with at this point, responded to assist the fire 
department with a rescue at a residence in the city on the morning of August 29th, 2019. Sgt Van 

Zile was trying to clear room for the fire department, who was trying to revive the woman, when 

he observed a small plastic baggie on the bed next to the woman’s purse. Sgt Van Zile’s 

experience told him this was likely a drug overdose. Ne notified the fire department of his findings 

and administered his Narcan. Sgt Van Zile’s instincts proved correct and the woman was revived. 
PO Timothy Patterson 

It was the morning of June 27th, 2019 and Officer Patterson had just received information from 

a caller that their boyfriend had been sending suicidal text messages. Officer Patterson 

responded to the boyfriend’s residence to investigate and check the man’s welfare. Once on scene, 

he discovered the man had locked himself in a bathroom. Officer Patterson was unable to open 

the door and determined the man’s unconscious body was holding it shut. Officer Patterson was 
able to force his way in to the bathroom and immediately delivered a dose of Narcan to the 

subject, believing he may have attempted suicide by overdose. Officer Patterson was correct in 

doing this, as the subject was able to be revived shortly afterward. 

 

PO Gabriel Frusti 
On June 11th, 2019, Officer Frusti performed actions that resulted in the saving of a man’s life. 

A call came in for a welfare check on a man sitting in an awkward position at a bus shelter 

outside of Wal Mart. Officer Frusti responded and tried to rouse the man from his nap. He soon 

realized the man was not simply sleeping but was in need of life saving intervention. Officer 

Frusti provided this intervention in the form of Narcan, believing the situation to be a possible 

overdose. Because of this, the man slowly came to and was able to be transported to the hospital.

PO Michael Fixel 

Officer Fixel was on patrol on the afternoon of December 12th, 2019 when dispatch received a 
call from a woman concerned about her son who she was unable to wake. Officer Fixel responded 

and found the man face down on the floor. His face was turning blue and he was not breathing. 

Officer Fixel immediately began administering CPR to the subject. The fire department eventually 

arrived and was able to continue delivering care to the subject who was able to make a recovery. 

Officer Fixel’s quick response bought the victim the time he needed for the fire department to 

arrive and deliver more comprehensive treatment. 
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Citizen Commendations 

 

Matthew Leipolt  

Matthew Leipolt was sitting in his vehicle in the parking lot of Wal Mart on an April afternoon in 

the spring of 2019 when he observed something not all that uncommon lately. Two Officers were 

chasing a theft suspect through the parking lot and losing ground. What was uncommon was 

Mr. Leipolt’s willingness to put himself in harm’s way to assist the officers. Mr. Leipolt exited his 
vehicle and subdued the thief until Officers were able to catch up and take him into custody. It 

was soon discovered that the thief had arrived on scene in a stolen vehicle. Because of Mr. 

Leipolt’s willingness to help, despite his own personal safety, a thief was brought to justice and 

a stolen vehicle was returned to its owner.  

 
Fahad Ahmed Farooqui 

While the rest of the department was dealing with a major incident on the north side of the city, 

Officer David Burkee was on his own trying to apprehend a subject at Wal Mart for theft. It was 

very unfortunate that backup would be several minutes away because Officer Burkee’s subject 

became combative with him. Officer Burkee struggled with the man and the fight went to the 

ground where the two struggled.  
 

Onlookers stood by, none of them willing to assist the struggling Officer, with the exception of 

Fahad. Seeing that Officer Burkee, who had sustained multiple injuries during the altercation, 

needed assistance, FAHAD joined in and helped to restrain the subject until backup could arrive. 

 

Were it not for Mr. Farooqui’s intervention, the outcome of this incident could have been very 
different.  

 

 

Daniel Dalton  

Mr. Dalton was at Tuckaway Country Club enjoying a nice day on the links this past June when 
he was alerted to another group of golfers calling for assistance. Wanting to see if he could lend 

a hand, Mr. Dalton soon discovered one of the golfers in the group was not breathing and his 

heart had stopped. Mr. Dalton immediately began CPR and continued with this until the Fire 

Department could arrive at their location. Mr. Dalton’s lifesaving efforts bought the man the time 

he needed so that the Fire Department could get him to the hospital and save his life. Daniel 
Dalton is a hero in every sense of the word.

Departments were searching desperately for an elderly dementia patient who had wandered out 

of the house in the freezing weather with no shoes or coat. Canines, drones, and every Officer 

available were scouring the area looking for the subject with no luck. Soon, dispatch would 

receive a call from Gupta and Singla advising they had found the woman and were caring for 

her.  
 

The woman was able to be treated by the Fire Department and returned home without suffering 

any injury. Had the woman remained out in the elements any longer, the outcome would surely 

not have been as positive.

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Bicycle Unit 

 
The Bicycle Patrol Unit takes a proactive approach to policing in both urban and rural areas 

during daytime and nighttime hours.  The unit maintains high visibility by day, with an emphasis 

on crime prevention in our neighborhoods and retail areas and positive citizen contacts.  The 
Oak Leaf Trail and the numerous parks in the city are patrolled as well. 

 

At night the bicycle officer has the capability of running fairly silent, detecting crimes in progress, 

including thefts in subdivisions and underage drinking and illegal use of drugs parties in fields 

and wooded areas.  The Bicycle Patrol Unit is capable of accessing areas where cars and trucks 
cannot patrol, helping to keep all areas of the City of Franklin safe. 

 

The officers utilize the bicycles to patrol the city’s streets, trails, parks as part of their regular 

assigned duties.  The Bicycle Patrol Unit was also utilized during special events, including the 

Independence Day Civic Celebration festivities, St. Martin’s Fair, and the annual Bike Rodeo 

event. 
 

The Franklin Police Department Bike unit is supervised by Sergeant Patrick Scalise and Sergeant

In 1995, during his senior year, he started 

seminary at Trinity Evangelical Divinity School in northern Illinois 
and attended Southbrook Church when he was young. For all but one 

year of the church's 20-year existence, Misirian's been there.

Chaplain Misirian in providing services to Franklin Police personnel, their 
surrounding Law Enforcement partners and the Franklin community.

He has been with the Ridge Community Church 

for 4 years after spending 20+ years in Restaurant Management.  He went 

into ministry specifically to start the Ridge Community Church’s Oak 
Creek Location.

Our 12-week Citizen Academy presents an overview of all aspects of law enforcement such as 

patrol operations, traffic enforcement, investigations, crime scene processing, SWAT, K-9 unit, 

dispatch/communications, defensive and arrest tactics, fire department operations and 

emergency medical services and more. 

 

Students have an opportunity to present concerns and questions regarding public safety in the 
city and learn how citizens and the police can work together to fight crime in the community.   

 

Department employees present each session and interact with participants on a very 

approachable level.  Additionally, each graduate may partake in a ride along with an officer on 

the street. 
 

Numerous Franklin Police Officers, Detectives, Dispatchers and Municipal Court personnel, 

along with Franklin Fire Department personnel and Deputy Sheriffs from the Milwaukee County 

Sheriff’s Office assist Sergeant Patrick Scalise and Sergeant Jason Fincel in presenting the topics 

over the 12-week course. 

 
The Citizen Academy was started in 2007 at the Franklin Police Department and has held two 

classes per year, one in spring and one in autumn since its inception.  The Franklin Police 

Department is one of a few area departments to offer such a program.  Class # 25 graduated in 

May and class # 26 in November of 2019.  Class # 27 will be offered in March and class # 28 in 

September of 2020.

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Crime Prevention 
 
The Franklin Police Department’s Crime Prevention Unit is comprised of one full time Crime 

Prevention Officer, Jon Czerwinski, and several part-time Crime Prevention Officers including 

Joe Demotto, Gary Wallace, Amy Hempe, Adam Rogge, Jedd Miller (added Dec. 2019), and Nicole 

Maramonte (added Dec. 2019). The Crime Prevention Unit is overseen by Captain Craig Liermann 

and supervised by Sergeant Stephen Hintz. 
 

Crime Prevention Officers provided several different types of personal security related trainings 

and educational services including: Robbery Response training to financial institutions, 

Residential Security Surveys for Franklin residents, Scam Awareness education for seniors and 

tours of the police station for numerous scouting and school groups. 

 
The largest single event that the Crime Prevention Unit is responsible for planning each year is 

the National Night Out celebration.  The Franklin Police 

Department’s 2019 National Night Out was again a tremendous 

success that included demonstrations and displays put on by the 

Franklin Police Department’s K9 Unit, S.W.A.T. 
Team, Motorcycle Unit, and UAS Drone Unit. The Franklin Police 

Department would like to again thank everyone who contributed 

to making the 2019 National Night Out a huge success, including 

those businesses and individuals who offered financial backing 

and the many volunteers. 

 
The Crime Prevention Unit continued to host Coffee With A Cop 

events in 2019. One took place at Mimosa’s, 9405 S 27th St, and 

the other at Starbucks located within Target, 7800 S Lovers Lane 

Rd. The Coffee With A Cop Program is a way for officers to interact 

with citizens over coffee and discuss community issues as well 
as what our profession entails. Officers volunteer their time to 

participate in the program. 

 

This year also marked the addition of new 

programs for the Crime Prevention Unit.  In 

January, the police department worked in 
partnership with the Franklin Public Library 

and held the first ever Games With a Cop.  This 

event gave the opportunity for children and 

police officers to interact by playing board games 

with one another. The event had a great turnout 
and we look forward to making it an annual 

event.  
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In August, a new program called Cone With a Cop was 
implemented. The program follows the same principles of 

Coffee With a Cop but was implemented to cater to children. 

This event was hosted by Oscars Frozen Custard, 7041 S 27th 

St, and was a great success. Officers enjoyed interacting and 

eating custard with the children and answering their questions 

about being police officers. We look forward to continuing 
these community programs in 2020.

The Crime Prevention Unit continues to maintain the department’s Camera Registry Program. 

Citizens of Franklin with home surveillance cameras can register their cameras with our 

Department and voluntarily share video footage with our agency to assist in investigations. We 

encourage Franklin Citizens continue registering their cameras to assist our agency’s crime 

prevention and investigation efforts. 
 

The Franklin Police Department continues to offer a Safety Exchange Zone. This area is located 

in the front parking lot of the Police Department and serves as a safe area for citizens to exchange 

property and conduct transactions. 
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National Night Out 
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Honor Guard 
 
The Franklin Police Department’s Honor Guard Unit is comprised of officers who are highly 

motivated and maintain exceptionally high standards of appearance and conduct.  There are 

currently eight specially trained officers who specialize in drill and ceremonies, rifle manual, flag 

etiquette and police funeral procedures. The Honor Guard also serves as the "guardians of the 

colors" by displaying and presenting the National flag on ceremonial occasions.  
 

The primary role for an Honor Guard is to provide funeral honors for fallen officers.  It is one of 

the most important responsibilities of a police honor guard unit to represent the department and 

the officer at a police funeral, whether active, retired or in the line of duty.  Their mission can be 

best codified with the following quote:  

 

 
The unit was formed in December of 2001, for the dedication of the police station.  The Franklin 

Police Department’s Honor Guard Unit was founded by Sergeant Patrick Scalise, Officer Joseph 

Demotto, Officer Timothy Patterson, and former officer John Medrow.  All had prior military 
experience before becoming Franklin Police Officers, and were familiar with drill and ceremony. 

 

In 2019 the Franklin Police Department Honor Guard Unit carried the Colors in the annual 

Independence Day Parade and presented the Colors at public ceremonies.  The Franklin Police 

Department Honor Guard Unit had the opportunity to present the Colors at a Milwaukee Bucks 

game in the new Fiserv Forum. 
 

The Franklin Police Department Honor Guard Unit assisted with police funeral honors for 

Milwaukee Police Department Officer Matthew Rittner who was killed in the line of duty in 

February of 2019.

The Franklin Police Department has three (3) K9 teams which consist of a K9 and a sole officer, 

who is the handler.  Each K9 team is assigned to a different shift and off group so there is at 

least one (1) K9 team working during any 24-hour period, seven (7) days a week.  The K9’s are 

dual purpose dogs.  This means that they are trained in both Patrol and Narcotics Detection.  

Patrol includes: Building/Area Searches, Evidence Searches, Tracking, and Officer 
Protection/Criminal Apprehension.  The K9 Unit works street patrol and use the K9’s to assist 

during investigations.  PO Kevin Page and K9 Harley are assigned to Day Shift, PO Adam Graf 

and K9 Rex are assigned to Early Shift. 

 

In February 2019, K9 Vito was retired due to unforeseen circumstances.  In July 2019, after 

attending a six (6) week training program Iron Ridge, WI, K9 Murphy with Handler PO Mackenzie 
Koster were sworn in and assigned to Late Shift. 

 

In 2019, the K9 Unit was utilized 110 times for various investigations/functions.  The K9’s 

assisted in narcotic investigations by searching houses and vehicles, in progress crimes 

searching for suspects and evidence, and in community relations by performing K9 
demonstrations.  The K9s are also requested to assist other police department that do not have 

K9s (Mutual Aid Requests). 

 

The following are a few highlights of important investigations the K9 Teams were involved in.

Because of PO Koster and K9 Murphy’s presence, the subject was taken into custody without 
further incident.

PO Page and K9 Harley were conducting regular checks of the vehicles parked in the parking lots 

of Franklin High School.  K9 Harley had a positive indication on a vehicle parked in the lot.  
During a search of the vehicle PO Page located 3.7 grams of marijuana, THC wax, drug 

paraphernalia (marijuana bong), and approximately 40 nicotine vape sticks.  The owner of the 

vehicle was located and issued citation for all of the violations.

K9 Rex was utilized to track a 59-year-old male subject who left an assisted living group home 
near the 4600 Block of W Ryan Rd.  The subject was described to be wearing a pull-over 

sweatshirt, pants and tennis shoes with the current temperature of 32 degrees.  At the time PO 

Graf and K9 Rex began their track, the subject had been missing for approximately 45 minutes.  

While the track was being conducted, officers located the subject in the neighboring business 

park, cold but uninjured. K9 Rex was currently tracking in the direction where the subject was 
located, which was very likely K9 Rex would have found the subject within the next few minutes.    
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Motor Unit 
 

Chief Richard P. Oliva established the Franklin Police 

Department Motorcycle Unit in July of 2005. The 

Franklin Police Department currently operates two 

2019 Harley Davidson FLHTP Electra Glide 

motorcycles.  
 

The Motorcycle Unit is currently staffed by one 

captain, two sergeants and four patrol officers whose 

primary duties are traffic enforcement, accident 

investigation, and escort duties for parades, 

dignitaries and funerals.  The Motorcycle Unit, a 
division of the Franklin Police Department Traffic 

Enforcement & Crash Investigation Unit, concentrates 

its patrol efforts on traffic related problems throughout the City.  Each officer assigned to the 

unit has undergone extensive training in the operation of a police motorcycle, and is a highly 

skilled rider. 
 

The Motorcycle Unit has proven to be a highly effective tool in the enforcement of traffic laws 

and vehicle equipment codes.  Due to its maneuverability, the motorcycle is able to get through 

traffic quicker, and into areas where a normal patrol squad cannot such as bike trails and 

parks.  The motorcycles also provide the Department with an excellent instrument for 

community relations and are often on display at public functions like the annual National Night 
Out celebration, the Franklin Fire Department Safety Days, and numerous escorts.  

 

The Motorcycle Unit includes officers from all three shifts: Capt. Curtis Goens, who oversees the 

Motorcycle Unit, PO Kevin Mullikin and PO Mark Iczkowski on Day Shift; Sgt Jason Fincel and 

PO Scott Mueller (added May 2019) on Early Shift and Sgt. Stephen Hintz, and PO David Crissey 
on Late Shift.

The Franklin/Greendale Joint Negotiator Team consists of Patrol Officers and a Dispatcher from 

the Franklin Police Department and Greendale Police Department.  All members of the Unit have 

attended the 40-hour FBI Basic Crisis Negotiator School.  The Franklin/Greendale Joint 

Negotiator Team spends 32 hours per year on scenario-based training working on current trends 
and sharpening their skills. Negotiators also regularly train with the joint Franklin/Greendale 

Joint SWAT Team to ensure cohesion between the units. 

 

All negotiators have attended a specialized forty-

hour Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) program 
training. CIT is designed to assist in recognizing 

and understanding the signs and symptoms of 

mental illness including depression, bipolar 

disorder, schizophrenia, anxiety disorders, 

dementia, and developmental and cognitive 

disorders.  
 

The team is called upon to communicate with 

people in crisis, threatening violence to themselves 

or others including barricaded subjects, hostage 

takers, emotionally disturbed subjects or those 
threatening suicide. SWAT Team members and 

Crisis Negotiators work together when these types 

of incidents occur.  
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School Resource Officer 
 
The Franklin Police Department works cooperatively with the Franklin 

Public School District by having a School Resource Officer assigned to the 

Franklin High School and Forest Park Middle School.  The School 

Resource Officer works collaboratively with the school administrators in 

keeping our schools and students safe.  The School Resource officer works 
every day that school is in session and maintains an office at Franklin 

High School.  The School Resource Officer also attends selected events 

outside of the school day.  The School Resource Officer was selected by 

the school district and the police department after a rigorous selection 

process.  The School Resource Officer is directly supervised by the 

Investigative Services Sergeant.   
 

In 2019, the Franklin Police Department School Resource Officer had 

approximately 692 contacts with students and 296 contacts with parents.

The Franklin Special Weapons and Tactics (SWAT) team 

members are recruited, selected, trained, equipped and 

assigned to resolve critical incidents involving a threat to 

public safety, which would otherwise exceed the capabilities 

of traditional law enforcement first responders and/or 
investigative units. 

 

The Franklin Police Department has been part of a unified 

multi-jurisdictional SWAT Team with the Village of 

Greendale Police Department since 2010 and the Village of 

Hales Corners Police Department since 2018. The combined 
resources of personnel and equipment are invaluable to 

provide resolution to high risk incidents when they occur in 

any of the three jurisdictions. 

 

The 22 total members of this unified multi-jurisdictional 
SWAT team conduct dynamic and realistic training every 

month, so that they are prepared for real life operations. In 

2019, the unified multi-jurisdictional SWAT team conducted 

several narcotics operations in the City of Franklin resulting 

in numerous arrests and drug seizures. 

 
For several years now, members of the Franklin SWAT Team have presented classes to the 

Franklin community on Active Shooter preparedness.  In 2019, Captain Eric Stowers and 

Sergeant Danial Morris presented classes for several private industries, including the Franklin 

Business Park Consortium. Sergeant Morris has also continued working with the Franklin

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Traffic Enforcement Unit 
 
The Traffic Enforcement Unit (TEU) & Traffic Crash Investigation Unit (TCI) 

consists of officers who have received additional training in radar speed 

enforcement, laser speed enforcement, commercial motor vehicle enforcement, 

vehicle equipment enforcement, basic crash investigation, technical crash 

investigation and vehicle dynamics. Traffic officers are assigned to these details 
on a part time basis based upon the need for traffic enforcement as well as crash 

investigation, and the shift’s activity or volume of calls for service. 

Traffic Enforcement Unit  

The TEU addresses traffic problems through Traffic Enforcement Details (TED). 

TEDs involve intensive traffic enforcement conducted in specific geographic locations at pre-

determined times. TEDs are generated in response to requests from Franklin citizens, business 
owners, elected officials, police officers, and Engineering Department employees. 

 

When a traffic complaint that generates a TED is speed related, one of the departments two 

Vehicle Speed Display Signs may be deployed in the area. The Vehicle Display Sign utilizes radar 

to capture and record the speed of all vehicles passing the sign in either direction. The speed 
data collected establishes the time of day and day of the week when the most violations occur. A 

TED is then conducted during the time when the most violations occur, making the most effective 

use of the TEU time. 

 

Most of the officers assigned to the TEU are also assigned 

trained as Traffic Crash Investigators. In addition to traffic 
enforcement, officers assigned to the TCI respond as needed 

to assist other officers investigate serious property damage or 

personal injury motor vehicle crashes, utilizing their 

specialized training. 

 
In 2019 citizens requested traffic enforcements at 70 locations, a decrease from 85 in 2018. The 

TEU unit responded by conducting approximately 1095 individual enforcements at these specific 

locations, a decrease from 1257 in 2018.  That was over 381.25 hours spent addressing the 

traffic concerns of citizens.

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Traffic Grants 

The Franklin Police Department participates in several federally funded grant opportunities.  

Though all of them are equally important to the services provided to the city, the traffic grants 

have an immediate impact on the safety of the citizens of Franklin. 

 

In 2019 the Franklin Police Department participated in 3 National 

Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NTHSA) federally funded traffic 

grants administered by the Wisconsin Bureau of Transportation.  They are 

Seatbelt, Speed, and Operating While Intoxicated (OWI).  Our department, 
like many others throughout the state, worked collaboratively with other 

law enforcement agencies.  The police departments that our department 

has partnered with are the City of Greenfield, the Village of Greendale, and 

the Village of Hales Corners. 

 
The goal of each of these grants is to make the roadways safer through 

education and enforcement. The educational aspects of the grants come 

through a variety of media releases and commercials distributed from NTHSA.  

This education continues through local media releases that you may see on 

our department’s Facebook page or other local media outlets.  The 

enforcement is where the actual rubber meets the road.  The enforcement 
deployments are dedicated patrol events where officers are actively looking for 

violations, stopping drivers and making the roadways safer. 

 

In 2019, the Franklin Police Department obtained approximately $64,000.00 

in wages and awarded another $8,000.00 for equipment. That meant that there was additional 
900 hours of additional police presence on the roadways in funded overtime hours and over 250 

dedicated hours during regular patrol times. 

 

During the 2019 grants deployments yielded the following citations issued:

These numbers do not represent all of the activity during the dedicated patrols.  Our officers also 

apprehended several subjects with active warrants and arrested offenders for Felony and 

Misdemeanor Offenses during these extra patrol times, all in an effort to keep the citizens of 
Franklin safe.

The Franklin Police Department UAS (Unmanned Aircraft Systems) (Drone) Unit became 

operational in April 2018.  The UAS Unit is comprised of Unit Commander Capt. Goens, First 

Line Supervisors, Sgt. Fincel and Sgt. Hintz, and Pilots, PO Dams, PO Hernon, PO Suminski, 
and PO Mueller 

 

The Franklin Police Department UAS Unit operates a DJI Inspire 1 Quadcopter with the ability 

to take high definition (4K) color photographs and videos as well as FLIR (Forward Looking 

Infrared) capabilities used for searches.  The Unit also operates a DJI Spark which is primarily 

used for indoor operations.   
 

The primary function of the Franklin Police Department UAS Unit is to assist with major scene 

documentation such as motor vehicle accident scenes, fire scenes, large area crime scenes and 

search and rescue.  The UAS Unit also works with the Franklin/Greendale/Hales Corners Joint 

SWAT Team to assist with indoor and outdoor searches. The UAS Pilots take part in monthly 
trainings working on enhancing and honing these skills.   

 

The Franklin Police Department UAS Unit also attended and completed demonstrations at the 

Franklin National Night, Ascension Family Night, and Franklin Police Department Citizens 

Academy.

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Women’s Self Defense &  
Danger Awareness  

 
 
 
The Franklin Police Department’s goals of this seminar is to inform participants and to reduce 
the potential risk of an assault. Through awareness, participants will be given tools to help 

themselves avoid risky encounters or if involved in a dangerous encounter, defend themselves. 

 

The Women’s Self Defense and Danger Awareness program was started in May 

2015 by Sergeant Danial Morris.  Each seminar is offered to citizens that either 

live, work or attend school in Franklin.  The participants must be at least high 
school age; and if under the age of 18, they must have a waiver signed by a 

parent or legal guardian. 

 

During the 4-hour seminar, instructors provide citizens with vital information 

that both educate and demonstrate the need for situational awareness. The 

students then participate in both shadow training and bag drills where they learn different 
strikes to help defend themselves. Avoiding potentially dangerous situations is always preferred, 

but in the event of an attack, students get the opportunity to apply the defensive techniques they 

learned in a scenario where one of the instructors portrays a would-be attacker. 

 

Sergeant Danial Morris, Officers Ann Aide, Mark Hernon, Chris Rydelski 
and Detective Margarita Paro instructed five classes in 2019.  Each class is 

unique. One of the classes taught in 2019 was a high school project where 

approximately 30 high school girls participated in a class.  Since its 

inception in May 2015, our instructors are proud to have instructed twenty-

two classes with almost 350 students of various skill and age levels.  A 

special shout-out to Officer Ann Aide for all of her years of instruction to 
help forward this program. 

 

The goal of the Franklin Police Department is to host 2 to 3 classes a year.  Seminar opportunities 

also exist for organizations and businesses in the city that express the desire for their members 

and employees to learn about self-defense and situational awareness.
